
ORLANDO INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT
BP-S003, Heintzelman Boulevard

This project consisted of the construction of Heintzelman Boulevard, 
    approximately 4.3 miles of new, four-lane divided roadway with a 
parallel drainage canal and utility corridor. 

Other components of this project included the widening of 3.4 miles of 
the Airport’s South Access Road from two to four lanes and construct-
ing the new ramps associated with Heintzelman Boulevard / South 
Access Road interchange. 

The construction included five, two-lane bridges, with lengths ranging 
from 98 to 248 feet. Two holding ponds were also excavated. The 
roadway construction included drainage pipes and structures, land-
scaping, irrigation, roadway lighting, signage and traffic signals.
