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The purpose of this study was to evaluate the sources of construction 
     materials on Ascension Island (located in the South Atlantic Ocean, 
halfway between Africa and South America) and to determine the most 
economical way of obtaining coarse aggregate for use on the Island. 
The scope of the services for this study consisted of a literature review 
and site reconnaissance to evaluate the suitability of the island materi-
als. The study focused primarily on on-base aggregate sources as well 
as off-base sites for future island-wide (British and US) exploitation. 

GCI also evaluated the existing aggregate quarries, facilities and 
mining operations at the Airfield, to establish a comprehensive plan and 
the logistics for future exploitation to meet the anticipated aggregate 
needs at the Island.
